he solar calendar (i([%}g") is now the official calendar however, Japanese traditional events/festivals

are often based on the lunar calendar (|B&, AFEFE) which was used until 1872.
Hachijyu-Hachi Ya (/\+/\7&, 88th day) is interesting. The 88th day is counted from the Lunar New Year

(Feb. 4th) and falls on May 1st in 2024. This marks the start of agricultural work for farmers, as the risk of
frost decreases after this time. In rice farming, sowing the seeds on this day is believed to bring delicious
rice in the fall, because the kanji characters of 88 (/\-+/\)has the same strokes as rice (>K).
Hachijyu-Hachi Ya is also the time when the first flush of green tea is harvested: Newly-grown soft leaves
are full of umami, therefore, let’s enjoy tasting the first tea (7 4%) in May!
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Members of SGG had the pleasure of visiting Geisha House Atami in April
to hear captivating tales from Australia. John and Miranda Bertram,
Australian nationals and Atami residents who own Geisha House, kindly shared
insights into their country’s history and culture. They treated us to a traditional
song sung by sheep shearers and unraveled the nuances of its lyrics, which felt
like a foreign language to us.

Australia has had many waves of immigrants over the generations and each group has added a new flavor
to the culture of the country. Following the talk, everyone enjoyed sweets and tea, providing opportunities
to get to know each other better. A special thanks to John and Miranda for opening their home and offer-
ing us valuable insights into their country.
