Culture Day: Honoring Japan’s Cultural Heritage
November 3rd, known as Culture Day (Bunka no Hi), is a national holiday in Japan,
celebrating the country's rich cultural heritage and achievements in areas like sci-
ence, technology, and the arts. Before World War I, this date was observed as the
birthday of the Meiji Emperor. However, in 1948, Japan’s postwar constitution was
proclaimed on this same day, transforming it into Bunka no Hi to honor cultural
development. One of the key highlights of Culture Day is the presentation of the
Order of Culture (Bunka Kunsho), Japan’s highest cultural award. The badge
of the Order of Culture is designed in the shape of the Tachibana orange blos- Photo courtesy of
som, a symbolic flower in Japan. The Tachibana is Japan’s only wild citrus species, Wikipedia
and in ancient times, its fruit was revered as a miraculous remedy for immortality and long life. This sym-
bolism aligns beautifully with the hope for the enduring legacy of Japanese culture, which Culture Day
aims to celebrate.

ATAMI ART GRANT is an initiative aimed at supporting artists' activities.
Twenty artists were selected for the 4th year under the theme of Beyond
ATAMI. The works will be exhibited throughout Atami City with the support
of government agencies, companies, and individuals who share this ini-
tiative.
